RANDALL MADE Knives are custom-designed for many uses. The
models shown in this catalogue have been developed over a period
of 40 years, as the result of personal experience, research and the
study of hundreds of designs submitted by individuals all over the
world requesting custom-made knives to meet their needs. We have
incorporated the best of many designs, and we believe that almost
any need for a knife can be met by one of these models,

Each model has been thoroughly field-tested and has proven to
be properly shaped and designed for its particular use.

Occasionally we receive requests for longer blade lengths, blades
of thicker or thinner steel, and longer or shorter handles. We wish to
point out that in almost all of these cases the knife would be thrown
out_of balance or proportion, for all models have been carefully
designed with all of these factors taken into consideration.

BEVEL IS IMPORTANT

For all normal uses, the bevels and cutting edges of RANDALL
MADE knives are unexcelled. Each blade is shaped for maximum
strength and is capable of holding a razor-sharp edge.

A hollow-ground blade, shaped in cross-section like a barber's
razor, is unsatisfactory on a sporting-knife because its thin edge
is likely to chip out.

On the other hand, the blunt chisel-like wide-V
type of bevel often found on commercially-pro-
duced knives will not take a keen edge.

We wish to point out that the cut-
ting bevels and edges of RANDALL
MADE knives are not designed for
cutting metal or hard bone,
but they could be if you
wish to have a knife for
such purposes and -

specily this in 8
your order.

Sometimes we are asked to make a blade with blood grooves,
similar to those on a bayonet. Such grooves serve no useful purpose
on a knife and are unnecessary.

Note the special index finger cutout on most RANDALL MADE
knives. When you place your forefinger in this cutout in gripping the
handle, you obtain extra leverage in downward cutting, There is a
more important reason for this cutout, though; in hand-forging these
blades, this cutout is necessary in order to retain full thickness of
the metal at the hilt for maximum sirength. (See illustration above.)

On our hand crafted knives, when a blade is made from stock of
a certain thickness — for instance, 34 inch— the actual measure-
ment of the finished blade at the hilt will be slightly less than that
This is the result of forging, grinding and polishing.

PURPOSE OF THE HILT

The hilt provides a certain measure of protection for the fingers
and enables you to obtain a firmer grip on the handle. The double
hilt used on fighting knives is not indicated for sporting knives. The
sole purpose of this double hilt on a fighting knife is to ward off
the opponent's blade. On a sporting knife, the top hilt extension
would get in the way of the thumb and lessen downward cutting
pressure.

PRACTICAL BLADE LENGTH

Many people order knives that, in the opinion of experts,
are tao large, Here is a full scale illustration of a knife
with @ 7" blade. We feel that that is the limit in
size and blade length for sporting use and that
an 8" blade length is the practical limit for
a fighting type weapon. To check the
size of this knife in your hand, trace
it, mount the tracing on card-
board, and cut out,

ABOUT HANDLES
Handle length is measured from in front
of hilt to the end of the butt.
The handle of every RANDALL MADE knife is
designed for comfort and strength and is properly
proportioned to the blade.
The laminated leather handle standard on many models
of RANDALL MADE knives is made of the finest grade sole
leather, laminated with waterproof cement, tightly compressed
between hilt and butt cap, and held in place by means of a special
dome-shaped stainless steel nut threaded on the end of the tang
The Sambar deer stag which we import from India and use excly-
sively is a beautiful and durable handle material. This stag is of dense
composition, lacking the soft core often found in other antlers
Other handle materials available on RANDALL MADE knives are
described on Page 12, among the Extra Features. Materials such as
stag, Ivorite, micarta and wood are bonded to the tang and firmly
fastened,
We do not feature slab type handles, because they normally have
a tendency to become loose and because they bare the edge of the
tang to rust and corrosion. Although the special construction of Model
17 "Astro” requires this type of handle, the stainless bolts may be
adjusted to keep it tight. Models 14, 15 and 16 feature a revolutionary
channeled handle over a very heavy tang. This design is patented,
No. 177,590.

ABOUT KNIFE STEEL

Carbon is one of the elements required to make steel tough and
hard. The better knives are made of high carbon (.80-1.00%) steel

Commercial knives are generally made of low carbon steel so they
can be mass produced by die stamping machinery. That is why they
will not sharpen properly or hold an edge.

RANDALL MADE knives are made from the finest qualily high
carbon Swedish tool steel. Although not necessarily better than our
best American steel, it has a world-wide reputation and is used in
the world's finest cutlery. This Swedish steel is made from the purest
of ores.

Stainless steel is difficult to work, and high carbon stainless is
far too hard for die stamping and machine grinding. Therefore good
quality stainless steel knives are too expensive to make by mass
production methods. Since RANDALL MADE knives are 100% hand-
made, we are able to use high carbon stainless steel of a quality and
toughness that is not and cannot be used in the production of com-
mercial knives.

CAUTION

Beware of fancy claims that you may read about “secret” ingredi-
ents in steel and “secret” heat treating methods. There is no “magic”
method of making steel for cutlery that can equal our modern, scien-
tific, carefully controlled process.

We wish to warn you also of claims about knives with blades of
great flexibility and legends about blades that “ring like a bell.” We
have found that clock spring-like blades are not practical for most
uses and that even a piece of iron will ring when struck until the
vibrations are absorbed

A word of caution is also indicated with regard to pressure adver.
tising describing knives that cut nails and pierce metal: it is obvious
that an edge designed for most sporting purposes should not be
called upon to perform such stunts,

Select the best knife you can afford, just as you would when
choosing other items of sporting equipment. You will use your knife
more than any other piece of equipment. It will serve you well if it
is correctly used. Take your time in the selection, for choosing a knife
is an important decision.

Big knives are not necessary for either combat or sporting uses.
Qur research has shown that a 7- or 8-inch blade is the limit for a
practical, easy-to-carry knife. On Pages 16 and 17 is a full-scale pic-
ture of a knife with a 7-inch blade. This illustration will give you an
idea of the proportions of such a knife.

The serviceman has a wide choice, Models 1 and 2 gained fame
among fighting men in World War |1 and since then have seen service
in all areas of combat. Models 14 and 15 were especially designed
for U. S. Marine and Naval air crew survival use. Model 18 is a highly
efficient survival tool.

While the Model 2 stiletto type is considered effective for assas-
sination and stealth, Models 1 and 14, improved Bowie types, are
superior for the saber thrust-slash technique which was first effec-
tively employed by Col. James Bowie. This technique has been taught
to U S. Military instructors, including Col. Rex Applegate. His methods
are described in our manual, The Fighting Knife, offered on Page 21
of this catalogue.

For the sportsman, hunter and guide we offer Models 3, 4, 7, 11,
19, 20, 21 and 23. Models 4, 11, 19, 20, 21 and 22 are especially
good for big game. Bowie types are also available in Model 12. Model
24 was especially designed for self-defense and is an excellent un-
dercover weapon.

For general camp and trail use, and also for the sailor, Model 5
is excellent.

The fresh water fisherman and bird hunter will find Models 7 and
8 useful, while the salt water angler may prefer Model lU,‘ which
incidentally is  fine household utility knife. Model 16 is particularly
good for salt water diving. Other stainless blades are also available.

For throwers, we offer Model 9.
The “head of the table” will admire the design and usefulness of

Model 6. Models 12 and 13 are collector's items as well as useful,
heavy duty knives. Model 17 is also a valuable collector’s knife.
CONSIDER THE PURPOSE

The cutting edge of every RANDALL MADE knife, before it leaves
our shop, is carefully honed by hand, ready to use for its intended
purpose. However, the bevel and edge of a knife designed for cutting
skin and flesh are much different from those of a blade to be used
for hacking bone or other hard materials. The use of a fine hunting
knife as if it were an axe will naturally damage its cutting edge.
Pounding or prying with a knife, or throwing a knife not designed for
this purpose, is likely to damage it. We therefore suggest that if you
wish to use your knife for a specific heavy-duty purpose, let us know
this purpose when you order so we can shape the blade and bevel
accordingly.

Always remember — there are innumerable factory-made knives on
the market that may be usable, but if you want the pleasure of owning
and using the finest knife obtainable, choose a RANDALL MADE knife.
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AMERICAN HANDMADE KNIVES OF TODAY (Pioneer Press) by B. R.
Hughes. The author's comprehensive research has resulted in a book
that stands alone as the definitive guide
for the serious knife collector. He covers
all aspects of the handcrafting of knives.
A recognized authority, Mr. Hughes has
written on this subject for the nation's
leading periodicals.

It is doubtful if any authentic information is available showing the
exact dimensions of the original Bowie knife. However, in answer to
many requests, we make a replica of the legendary Bowie in seven
variations (Model 12), along the lines of the one shown in the Smith-
sonian Institution and seen in the motion picture The Iron Mistress.

It was Col. James Bowie who brought fame to the so-called Bowie
knife in the 1830's because of his skill in knife fighting. The hnife
itself, made by knifesmith James Black, had no outstanding charac-
teristics which would have brought it recognition. In fact, similar
knives had been made a hundred years before Bowie was born.

The Bowie knife supposedly had a blade made of 3;-inch steel
and weighed more than two pounds. We have kept these “legendary”
proportions in mind designing our Model 12 Bowie. However, Mr.
Raymond Thorp, author of The Bowie Knife, says “RANDALL MADE
Model 1 is about as close to the true Bowie as any knifesmith has
ever got since James Black's time.”

Because the top cutting edge of the Bowie is concave in shape,
the top bevel is blunt, not as sharp as a straight edge.

The Model 1 “All Purpose Fighting Knife" with its straight top
cutting edge offers an improvement in that it can take a much better
bevel and an extremely keen edge. Judge Roy S. Tinney, secretary of
the American Academy of Arms, described the Model 1 as “a refined
and perfected Bowie." He also said: RANDALL MADE knives have
blades of better steel, better tempered and betier finished than any
Bowie knife that has come to my attention.”

It is possible that historical archives will prove RANDALL MADE
Model 1 has dispatched more adversaries than the Bowie. RANDALL
MADE knives have seen far more action in combat than the Bowie,
even though no single individual carrying a RANDALL MADE knife has
achieved the fame of Col. Bowie. (However, see testimonial from Maj.
R. K. H. on Page 30, in which he says his RANDALL MADE knife played
an important part in killing 364 of the enemy.)

The edge placed on the knife by the grinder, however, is useless
for ardinary work. It is too fine and would break down easily, It must
be strengthened by beveling the edge slightly on each side, as shown
in Figure 2. (Bevels are exaggerated in the drawing to make them
visible.) The beveled edge, produced by means of a hone, serves two
purposes: It stifiens the edge, and sharpens it.

It is, of course, important that a knife be kept sharp. Keep a good
edge on your knives by using the following procedure:

We recommend the use of two hones, one with a medium or
coarse grit on which to start the honing
process. and the other with a fine gnt
far finishing.

First put a few drops of kerosene,
machine oil or saliva on the hone and
lay the blade diagonally upon it, as
in Figure 3.

Now raise the side of the blade to
an angle of aboul 20% with the surface
of the hone, as in Figure 4. Keeping the
edge of the blade to the hone and the
side of the blade away from it at the
20% angle, sweep the edge across the
hone, helding the dizgonal pum!:nn and
Fig- 3 sharpening from hilt to point in one

stroke, a5 shown in Figure 5. Turn the

blade over and repeat the operation.

Continue one stroke at a time on

vach side, alternately. Be sure to use

even, sweeping sirokes.

In dealing with an extremely
dull blade on which the edge has become thickened, place the blade
flat on a coarse hone and restore the original blade bevels (as shown
in Fig. 1); then attain the final culting edge (a5 shown in Fig. 2) with
3 fine-grit hone

than you would If you plan to cut flesh, skin, etc.
Never use a dry grinding wheel in shaspening a knife; it will destroy the edge.
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Clean and thoroughly dry your knife aiter use. If you intend to
stare it for some time, it is advisable fo coat it with a protective and
lazve it out of the sheath. Many owners of RANDALL MADE knives have
stated that they successfully care for their knives when nat in use by
exhibiting them on their wall or desk.

Carving knives require the same care as hunting knives. It is not
afvisable to immerse them in water with regular tableware. Wiping
and drying the blade is generally sufficient. All carbon steal blades
will become stained in cutfing meat because of acids in the meal;
this discoloration will not harm the blade. It can easily be remaoved if
desired by palishing with croeus cloth.

If throwgh lack of care rust appears on the blade, remove it before
pitting begins by using a fine grit emery clath.

Never throw a knife unless you are an expert and know you will
not make a poor throw and thereby harm it If the wrge to throw a
knife is overpowering, it is advisable to obtzin our Madel 9 “Pro
Thrower".

Newer use your knife for duties for which it was not designed. You
cannat cut bone, nails, bolts or pierce metal with a culting edge and
point designed for meat despite pressure advertising to the contrary.
Beware of claims of this nature, for we have made these tests and
find they cannot be performed unless the design of the cutting edge
and point is altered.

On leather handles use shoe polish of saddle soap to heep the
Ieather from drying cut. Use metal polish on the hilt and butt.

For the sheath use shoe polish or saddle soap. We do not advise
using oil because it will soften the leather and make the sheath flexi.
ble. This will make it difficult 1o sheathe the knife. To darken the
sheath, use dark polish or dye.

Al knives require sharpening occasienally after use. We recom-
mend that the blade be kept well honed at all times, for a sharp knife
is safer to use than a dull one.

Knife throwing is  sport; it is not practical in combat. There are
fow individuzls whe can throw @ knife from an unknown distance
and hit a wital spot.

At short distances, up to eight fest, a knife grasped by the handie
and gimed at the target does not necessarily turn in flight and thus
approaches the target point first. However, at longer ranges the knife
turns over and over in its flight, and thus the thrower must know the
exact distance to the target as well as the number of turns involved
in order o have the knife hit point first.

1f the knife hits the target at the wrong angle, the point may be
bent or braken, or the hilt or handle may be damaged. Therefore, do
not use a valuable knife in practice.

Knife Throwing, a Practical Guide, which we offer on Page Z1.

There are no short cuts in the hamd-cratting of RANDALL MADE
knives. Only the best quality materials, craftsmanship and experience
will produce the finest knife. The following procedure is used. You
may try it if you desire:

1. Obtain a piece of carbon tood steel knife stock.

2. Heat it cherry red and hammer out the rough blade in the
general shape desired.

3. Grind the rough forged blade to the size and shape of the
blade desired.

4. Harden the blade by heating it cherry red and then immersing
it in tempering oil. Draw out the brittleness and internal stresses by
tempering blade at low heat until it becomes a straw blue color and
can be cut with a new file,

3. Grind in lines, bevels and contours and remove roughness,

6. Use 2 coarse hone and true up the cutting edge, remaving any
remaining waves and unevenness

7. Regrind the blade on a fine grit wheel to remove scratches
made by the coarse hone.

8. Smooth the blade, first with coarse and then with fine grit
emery cloth.

9. Polish the blade on a glued-up coarse emery wheel,

10. Cut and shape the hilt from one-guarter inch brass. Drill a
hole and file it to rectangular shape to fit the handle tang. Fit hilt to
the blade and solder in place.

11. Fit the handle to the tang, cuiting rectangular holes in pieces
of fiber, plastic or leather. Slip into place and glue each separately,
Drill a piece of one-half inch Duralumin for the butt and recess it to
fit the tang. Drive it on tightly and peen it into place, or thread end
of 1ang and use nut. When the glue is thoroughly dry, roughly shape
the handle with a coarse file. Finish shaping with a finer file. Then
smoath it, first with coarse and then fine emery paper. The hilt and
butt are filed and sanded as the handle is shaped.

12. Polish the blade with a medium grit glued-up emery wheel.
Polish the hilt and butt on a muslin wheel charged with polishing
campound,

13. Sharpen the biade on 3 medium grit hone. Always use special
hening il for all honing.

14. Polish the blade on a fine grit glued.up emery wheel and
again polish the hilt and butt.

15. Give final sharpening to the blade, using a fine grit hone.

16. For final polishing of the blade, use a hard palishing wheel
to remove the last fine hone scratches. Give final polish to the hilt
and butt and the final polish to the handle with a soft muslin wheel,

17. Make or have made a sheath patterned to fit the blade with
a stop for the hilt so the point cannot pierce the sheath and with
splines along the sides fo prevent culling of the stitches. Use a keeper
strap and fasteners to hold the knife in the sheath.

CAUTION: Grindings 33 and 25 require great skill in getting the
lines and bevels of the blade true by eye, These are dangeraus opera-
tions, requiring good goggles fo prewent slivers of steel from getting
into the eyes. The grinding dust is unpleasant; use a blower il possi-
ble. In all grinding after fempering, nevar overheat the blade.

Muslin wheel polishing of the hilt, butt and handles and the final
polishing of the sharp blade are wery dangerous operations. These
wheels can easily snatch the blade from the grasp and cause it to fly
through the air.
